Dr E. F. Logan is an experienced large animal veterinary surgeon.  He graduated in BVMSS in 1959.  
He spent the next 9 years in practice in Co. Antrim where he was involved in the TB eradication 
scheme. 
 
In 1958 he went to the Royal (Dick) Veterinary College to carry out research.  He was awarded a 
PhD in 1972 and a Fellowship of the Royal College of Veterinary Surgeons in 1974.  He then spent 
the next 16 years at the Veterinary Research Laboratory DANI and in 1990 joined the MMBNI 
where he worked for a further 9 years. 
 
He is the author of over 100 scientific papers, 77 of which were peer  reviewed.  In 1990 he was 
awarded the Belfast Telegraph cup by the UFU and the Livesey Medal by the RCVS in 1998.
